Grading

On arrival at the college, each student’s English is assessed by means
of both written and spoken tests. He or she is then placed in a class
at one of ten levels from Beginners to Advanced. The college accepts
students at any level of English. The minimum age is 16 years.

The classes are multinational with a maximum of 14 students. The
average class size is 10 or 11 students.

The progress of each student is monitored by his or her teacher and
the Director of Studies. If it is thought a student would benefit, transfer
to another level is made immediately.
